The campaign announced it would release a more detailed description of Gibbons’ 

approach to public safety (“there is nothing more important to the health and prosperity 

of this city…”) Monday,  followed by similar releases in the coming weeks dealing with 

jobs/economy, budget/taxes, and transparency in government. 

 

“This Plan is an impressive summary of the things that will continue to make our city 

strong, vibrant and safe,” former State Senator Jim Sebesta said today. 

 

“Deveron’s an incredible listener, so no one’s surprised that he’s the only mayoral 

contender who cared enough to first ask what we want, and what we believe, then 

committed to put that into action,” longtime education activist, businesswoman, and 

community leader Chris Borges said today.
