United School Employees of Pasco – Union Dues for 2008-2009


Recently, our Payroll Department received numerous telephone calls from employees inquiring why their net pay was lower than their previous paycheck.  

I contacted the Payroll Department to investigate why there was a difference in the net pay for instructional personnel.  The reason for the discrepancy was that effective with the bi-weekly paycheck that was issued on 8/29/08, USEP increased their membership dues. 

For noninstructional personnel, the membership dues remained at 2% of an employee’s biweekly salary with a revised capped amount.  This was effective with the bi-weekly paycheck that was issued on 9/5/08.
