Greetings,

On 20 December 2008 the Florida Democratic Party (FDP) will meet in Orlando to elect a Chair, First Vice-Chair, Secretary and Treasurer to serve a four (4) year term till 2012.

There is a critical need for the FDP State Executive Committee (SEC) to involve itself more forcefully into the targeting of legislative seats, the recruitment of high quality candidates for targeted seats, the gathering and management of resources to support our candidates, and, continuing ongoing control of efforts to elect more Members of Congress, State Senators and State Representatives.

Before turning to the development of a meaningful, significant effort the FDP SEC should review the efforts made in 2008.  The FDP SEC should continue those efforts which had a positive impact and find new ways to success (in short, correct those efforts having a negative impact).

In 2008 we spent nearly $9,000,000 on efforts to elect State Senators and State Representatives.  We picked up zero (0) State Senate seats and made a net gain of (1) in the State House.

This letter is not a critique of the past efforts, it is a call for action for the future.  It is a call for us to come together and develop a meaningful plan, significant target list and to prepare for 2010.  If we fail to capture either the State Senate or State House (and/or fail to win the 2010 Gubernatorial election) then re-districting before the 2012 election will put Florida Democrats at a serious disadvantage until 2020.
This memorandum is going to look at the national scene and compare us to other states.  It is then going to look at the 2002 through 2008 election results.  Finally, it is going to show the relationship between voter registration and electoral success.
Your thoughts and idea as to where we should go are critical to our future success.  Please feel free and share your ideas with me.  If enough people are interested then a summit for planning for the future should, and will, be called.

Democratic Successes in Legislative Campaigns Throughout the Nation

Nationwide there have been tremendous gains for the Democratic Party at the Federal and State levels.  Democrats picked up a total of fifty-four (54) seats on the US House of Representatives in 2006 and 2008.  Here in Florida we had a net gain of three (3) seats, moving from seven (7) to ten (10) of twenty-five (25) Members of Congress.

In the US Senate Democrats picked up thirteen (13) seats in 2006 and 2008.  During this time we defended the seat held by US Senator Bill Nelson.
Probably the most interest change has occurred at the State Senate and State House level.  In 2006 and 2008, nationwide, Democrats made a net gain of seventy-two (72) State Senators and 350 State Representatives.
Throughout the nation 52.0% of all the State Senators are Democratic.  Nationwide 56.5% of all the State Representatives are Democratic.  

In Florida we picked up zero (0) State Senate seats and eight (8) State House seats.  Only 35.0% of Florida’s State Senators are Democratic.  Only 36.7% of Florida’s State Representatives are Democratic.
We rank 43rd in the nation in percent Democratic State Senators and we rank 45th in percent Democratic State Representatives.  Only forty (49) states are ranked because Nebraska has a unicameral, non-partisan legislature.

Table One shows the Democratic Representation in State Senators and State Representatives by state.  The first column in each section shows the total number of State Senate or State House seats there are.  Then you will see the number of Democratic State Senators and Representatives there were in 2005.  The 2008 column shows the results after the 2008 general election.

With a Democratic plurality of registered voters in Florida one has to wonder why we are only ahead of Idaho, South Dakota, Utah and Wyoming for percent Democratic State Representatives.  Even Kansas has a greater percentage of Democratic State House members than Florida.
Oddly, during the last four (4) years the Florida Democratic Party (FDP) has never held an all day State Executive Committee planning session to address this issue.  The State Executive Committee has spent more time listening to the Chair of the Committee on Clubs then on planning our legislative strategy.

Changes in Florida

Below are three (3) tables providing the party affiliation of the person representing Florida’s Congressional, State Senate and State House seats.
The Democratic Congressional Campaign Committee (DCCC) has helped Florida gain a net of three (3) seats in Congress.  We moved from seven (7) seats after the 2002 election to ten (10) seats after the 2008 election.  The DCCC deserves a lot of credit for providing candidates a donor handbook that lists Federal PACs and large donors who give to Democratic candidates, providing extensive training to the candidate and campaign manager, for meaningful fundraising, messaging and strategy for candidates’ it backs.

Here is Table Two which shows the change Congressional representation.  Light blue means a Democratic representative and light red means a Republican representative.

This table shows the stability that existed between 2002 and 2004.  It also shows a gain of two (2) seats in 2006 and another gain of two (2) seats in 2008 but with a loss in the 16th Congressional District.

Twenty-one (21) of the Congressional seats never changed parties.  Re-districting is part of the reason for this stability.  The 16th would never gone Democratic in 2006 except for the foolishness of the Republican incumbent (later to be matched by the Democratic incumbent in 2008).
An even stronger stability can be seen in an examination of the State Senate table.  Of the forty (40) State Senate Districts, only two (2) changed parties from 2002 through 2008.  The changes occurred in the 14th and 16th State Senate Districts.
In the 14th Senator Rod Smith decided to run for Governor and Democrats lost control of the seat.  In the 16th Senator Charlie Justice got elected in a strongly leaning Republican district.  The 16th is up in 2010 and will need to be defended against a strong Republican attack.

Of these, two (2) Districts went from Democratic to Republican while nine (9) Districts went from Republican to Democratic. Because there have been numerous special elections I used the date of the Organizational meetings as the date to determine party representation.  So I used the 2008 Organizational meeting held this month to determine party affiliation for the period 2008 to 2010.

Voter Registration as a Predictor of Which Party Wins the District


An examination of the net difference between percent Democratic registration and percent Republican registration within a Congressional, State Senate or State House district is a reliable predictor as to which party will control the district.  In short, if you did not know the party in control but did know the Democratic and Republican registration, you could predict with a 95% certainty which party owned the district.


An examination of the number showcases this point.  Most of the Districts where Democrats have a 13.6% registration advantage over the Republicans are controlled by Democratic representatives.  The table below combines Congressional, State Senate and State House districts.

Fifty-two (52) of fifty-five (55) districts above the 13.6% line have Democratic representatives or 95% above this line.


Republicans control 117 of 129 below the 136% line or 91% of the Districts below the line.


Below is a table showing a total of 185 districts in Florida.  This includes twenty-five (25) Congressional districts, forty (40) State Senate districts and 120 State House districts.
